3.  Venue for entrance examination: The center of the Examination will be Maharishi Kanad
Bhawan, University of Delhi, North Campus, Near Gate No.l, Delhi-110007.
The Candidate Needs to make entry from Gate No. 1 of the University of Delhi. The
nearest Metro Station is Vishwavidyalaya Metro Station. Parking facility is not available in the
examinations center.

4. Examination will commence at 9.30am on 5% July 2024

5. Reporting time of Candidate will be 09:00 AM. Gate Closing Timing will be 09:15 AM.

6.  Timing of Examination will be 9:30 AM to 11:00 AM. No candidate will be allowed to enter the
examination hall after 9.15am

7.  Candidates must bring a valid photo ID proof in original (PAN card, Driving License, Voter
ID, Passport, Aadhaar Card). The name on the photo ID must match the name as shown on
the Admit Card at the time of examination.

8.  Candidates must reach the Centre at the time mentioned against reporting time at the Centre
in the Admit Card. Candidates will not be allowed to enter the examination center after Gate
Closing Time 09:15 AM.

9, No electronic devices, calculators, or written/printed material are allowed in the exam hall.
No arrangements will be made at the centres for keeping candidates’ belongings/Mobile
Phones.

10. Candidates need to bring a photocopy of the admit card and photocopy of I'd Card.

11. Candidates are advised to visit the Examination Centre a day in advance to locate the venue
to avoid any inconvenience.

12. Candidates must bring the following: Admit Card, a simple transparent Ball Point Pen,
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additional photograph (same as uploaded on the Application Form)

Candidates will not leave the exam room before the exam ends.
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Impersonation or malpractice will lead to disqualification.

Candidates must write their Roll Number, Test Booklet Code, and other details correctly.

No candidate will be allowed to leave the examination hall till the examination formalities are
completed.

Challenges without justification/evidence and those filed on any other medium other than the
prescribed protocol will not be considered.
